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PROGRAM SPOTLIGHT: The ELLA Fellowship

The six ELLA Fellows were hard at work this Spring implementing their ambitious
social justice projects which directly engaged over 40 young people:

Nafisa Ferdous, a senior at Sarah Lawrence College, developed Rebel Voices, an
Quto-ethnography photography projectOfor ten young women. The participants
examined class, gender, race, and sexuality through photography and discussions.
She collaborated with South Asian Youth Action (SAYA!) and helped curate a
photography show at the ELLA Project Expo.

Nurah Morgan, a first year at Stony Brook, developed a support group for young
Black Muslim women. The group explored identity, values, and goals. She
collaborated with Masjid Tagwa and is producing an anthology of personal reflections
for distribution within the Muslim community.

Corina Leu, a Senior at Baccalaureate School for Global Education developed a
series of college readiness workshops for undocumented and immigrant high school
students. She collaborated with classmate Tatiana Lam Lo and partnered with
Sunnyside Community Services in Queens.

Luisa Batiz, a Senior at Midwood High School, developed and led a group for middle
school girls at the School for Democracy and Leadership in Crown Heights. Luisa &
had attended SDL herself in 9" grade.

Wai Tan Di, a Junior at Amherst College, has been developing a resource guide to
support young Chinese women interested in business and finance. She will distribute

the guide and offer professional development trainings in the summer.

Leanne Sajor, a first year at Hunter College, created Visual Agitation, a series of social justice and printmaking workshops. She
worked with artist Sarah Quinter, and held the workshops at 123 Community Space working with youth in Bedford Stuyvesant.
They exhibited the work and organized a hands-on print demonstration at the final celebration.

The ELLA Fellows celebrated the culmination of their Fellowship year with a Project Expo in May. The event was attended by
more than 50 participants including project participants, parents, community members, and the Fellows themselves. The Project
Expo included a photography show, a printing station, an open mike, and artwork, @ines, and guidebooks on display. Reflecting
back on their Fellowship year and their experiences, ELLA Fellows said:

“I had a lot of self doubt coming into the
project. | learned to actually believe in myself.”

“I found myself figuring out how to time
manage, cope emotionally, prioritize, and just
handle responsibility while also maintaining an
academic and social life.”

“ELLA has solidified my ideas about non-
traditional leadership roles and what it means
to be a leader among one’s peers.”

“Being a part of the ELLA community showed
me how much power youth actually possess.”

Evaluation data showed that 100% of the
Fellows @greed or strongly agreedCthat they
“have further defined their leadership style” and
that they “feel they can make a difference on
